Canal Management Work has begun to complete Phase 1 of our Canal
Management Plan to ensure the long term well being of the stretch of the canal owned
and managed by the Council. We have worked closely with the Lancaster Canal Trust
and Alistair Hearn, our Woodland Management Consultant. Our application to the
SLDC Environmental Partnership Fund for a grant of £2,674 has been successful and
will go towards the costs associated with this phase which entails the removal of the
multi stemmed trees which have self seeded within the canal basin. This work is the
minimum required in order to prevent those trees causing further deterioration of the
canal habitat and erosion to the towpath. Our contractor is James Park who has carried
out work for us in the past. The work has been divided into several stages to minimise
inconvenience to users but we ask for

everyone’s patience while work is being carried
