We have all experienced unprecedented times since our last newsletter, as the
Corona virus pandemic has changed our lives and led to the national lockdown
and its aftermath. Many residents have endured isolation and some have lost
friends and family to the disease. Our thoughts are with them.

As the crisis deepenedin mid-March, the Council identified the potential impact
on residents and established a neighbourhood resilience group to co-ordinate
volunteers and support residents. We are indebted to the volunteers who
stepped forward to help in whatever capacity they could, such as shopping for
residents who could not leave theirhomes. There have also been many examples
of informal support where people have performed acts of kindness to support
their friends and neighbours. Our gratitude goes to those people too, along with
all our keyworkers who have worked throughout the crisis. Many villagers have
benefitted from the “pop up” food shop at Raines Hall. Thanks are also due to
Sylvia, our clerk, who has worked tirelessly on behalf of residents.

Our Annual Parish Meeting was postponed but it will be reorganised as soon as
it is safe to do so. The Council has continued to work during the lockdown, for
example by holding publicly accessible remote meetings using Zoom, although
some services like the playground and noticeboard were reluctantly suspended.
Residents are urged to be extra vigilant as there have been reports of telephone
scams associated with bogus track and trace calls - we share alerts on our
facebook pages and there are more details there.

Changes to the Parish Council We are sad to announce that David Willacy and
John Oscroft have retired from the Council. David’s contribution to the Council
has been hugely significant and invaluable to our community. He has served for
forty years as councillor, including taking on the role of chair. It was thanks to
David that the Council purchased the Millennium Field and developed it as a
playground and his skills and expertise have been an incredible asset to the
village; he and John will be missed enormously.

We have filled one of the resulting casual vacancies, thanks to Bernie Tanham
who came forward to volunteer, but still have one place on the council to be
filled. If you are interested please find more information on our website or
contact the clerk. We are delighted to welcome Councillor Tatham to the Council
and look forward to working with her in the future.

Parish and District Council Elections The Government postponed all Local
electionsfor 12 months at the beginning of the COVID-19 crisis and so councillors
will remainin post for a further year.

Millennium Field and Canal

In line with the lockdown legislation, the Millennium Field closed on March 23"
but has re-opened with new COVID-19 rules taken from SLDC and Government
guidance. It is essential that the new guidance (displayed at the entrance to the
field and on the website,) is observed so that we can keep it open.

The Canal Wildlife Area has remained a sanctuary not just for nature, but also for
many enjoying their daily exercise during lockdown. The spring and summer
flowers have thrived and the birds seem to be busier than ever. Ash Die Back, the
highly destructive disease effecting ash trees all over the country continues to
spread along the canal. Our Woodland Consultant inspects the arearegularly and
has advised that some trees are felled next winter. Our policy remains to keep as
many trees as possible, as this benefits the habitat, but trees requiring felling on
safety grounds will be marked in September. On a positive note, other species
along the path are in good health, particularly the elm, and will take advantage
of gaps to bring about natural regeneration of the woodland, so in the longer
term, the habitat will recover well. For more details, please contact us.

During the crisis there have unfortunately been some anti-social incidents which
have beenreportedto the police; some people have insisted on using the closed
Millennium Field, there has been theft of a sign and cyclists have continued to
use the Canal footpath - if there are further problems please contact us so we
canreportthem too.

Whilst most
residents in Sedgwick enjoy fast broadband and experience no problems, some,
especially in more remote properties, have. B4RN is community-led project to
bring high-speed broadband Internet connectivity to rural areas.
